Schedule: League bowls 28 weeks scoring in two 14-week sessions.  The first session begins 
Tuesday, September 9, 2025, and ends Tuesday, December 9, 2025.  The second session 
begins Tuesday, January 6, 2026, and ends Tuesday, April 7, 2025.  Only Team 
wins/losses will reset at the start of the second session.  Practice will start at 9:15am 
and league play will begin at 9:30am.  League bowls 3 games weekly. 

 

Team Roster: This is a ladies league with 3 bowlers per team. 

 

Averages: Averages will be established the first session of bowling regardless of the number of 
games bowled.  

 

Handicap: Handicap shall be 100% of the difference between individual’s average and 200.  
Handicap will be computed after the first session of bowling and applied to the games 
bowled that day. 

 

Legal Lineup: A legal line up shall consist of 1 bowler and must be present by the end of the 3rd frame 
of any game.  A vacancy bowler does not count towards a legal line up.  Late bowlers 
may enter a game provided 3 frames have not been completed. 

 

Substitutes: Substitutes will be allowed. 

 

Absentee Score: A bowler’s average may be used any week without penalty. 

 

Vacancy Score: The vacancy score will be 125 per game with 75 pins handicap. 

 



Forfeit: This league does not permit pre or post bowling.  Therefore, if a team is unable to field a 
legal line-up any week, the team will forfeit.  The opposing team present must bowl 
within 40 pins of the team average to win the game point and within 120 pins to win 
series. 

 

Position Rounds: There will be no position rounds. 

 

Standing Points: The following points will be awarded each week, for a total of 4 points: 

  1 Points for each game won 

  1 Point for team series won 

 

Awards: This league recognizes both team and individual Handicap Series, Handicap Game, 
Scratch Series and Scratch Game.  Bowlers must bowl 1/2 of the season or 42 games to 
be included in the season awards.  High Average will be recognized after 3 games have 
been bowled and Most Improved recognition requires completing 9 games.  Individuals 
may only win one game or series award plus High Average. 

 

Fun Weeks:  Week 14, December 9, 2025, and Week 28, April 7, 2026, will be just for fun, no scoring.
